Only completed ballot papers received by no later than 5pm on 12 November 2024 will be accepted. 
Please note, the following Panel seats have been appointed without election:
· One Independent Panel Chair and one alternate Appointed by NESO. 

· One National Energy System Operator (NESO) seat and one alternate seat Appointed by NESO. 
· Two Distribution Network Operator (DNO) seats and two alternate seats Appointed by DNOs. 
· One Consumer seat and one alternate seat appointed by Citizens Advice and Citizens Advice Scotland. (Citizens Advice will confirm appointment of a Panel representative in 2025).
· One Onshore Transmission Licensee seat and one alternate seat Appointed by Onshore Transmission Licensees.
· One Offshore Transmission Licensee seat and one alternate seat Appointed by Offshore Transmission Licensees.
· One Ofgem representative seat, and one alternative seat appointed by Ofgem. 
· One Balancing and Settlement Code (BSC) Panel representative seat and one alternate seat appointed by the BSC Panel.
· One further person appointed by the Authority and one alternative. If the Authority decides that an interest is not reflected in the composition of Panel Members.
